WARNING: failure to follow instructions could result in injury or death of operator and/or passenger or others.

NOTE:
1. "Left", "Right", "Front" and "Rear" are described from the seated position of the bike.
2. Check local laws regarding the use of auxiliary lighting.
3. Use of owners manual or service manual is recommended for installation.
4. If so equipped, place the motorcycle on it's centerstand on solid, level ground.
CAUTION:
1. Never route wires or install components that interfere with the operation of the forks, handlebars,
brake/clutch levers or any other operational function of the motorcycle.
2. When adding electrical accessories, always disconnect the battery and properly fuse new electronics.
WARNING:
1. Allow the motorcycle to cool prior to installation.
2. When operating engine, allow adequate ventillation.
3. Never route wires or install components that interfere with the operation of the forks, handlebars,
brake/clutch levers or any other operational function of the motorcycle.
4. Never allow your accessories to cause distractions to remove your focus off the bikes operation. Never
forget that this is a high risk sport - don't make it a higher risk when you don't have to.
5. Never allow your accessories to cause distractions to others on the road.

Installation Tips/Notes

Please note that there are a number of things in installation that can affect sound quality, noise (alternator whine, turn on/off pops,
etc). Below are some BASIC guidelines.

1. ltis suggested that you seek the assistance of a professional installer. There are many factors that can affect the installation
sound quality and noise; wire routing, ground location selection, etc. Technical support is exceptionally difficult for this product if
you are not familiar with audio components and basic installation properties.

2. In regards to the ground wire;
a. Keep it as short as possible.
b. Make sure the ground bolt is not cushioned by rubber in any way.
c. Scrape or sand paint where necessary.
d. Try moving the location of the ground if you encounter noise.

3. Keep the speakers wires away from the power wires as much as possible.

4. Should you encounter a "pop" when the amp is turned on or off, it is suggested that you install a "Pop Eliminator", available at
most car audio shops or from us.

Amplifier Installation
1. Remove bodywork as required to gain access to all 4 speakers.

2. Find a suitable location for mounting the amplifier. There is no side that needs to face any certain direction, just as long is there
is a little air around the amp and it is a dry location. Make sure the gain is turned all the way down to "MIN" position. Do not
mount amp at this time.

NOTE: there are quite a few connections to be made here. We are going to break this down into small sections. PLEASE do not
get ahead of yourself. Read the step and understand it prior to doing it. This will make the installation much easier and not appear
as large as it might seem. Ready? Lets get started!

3. The speaker input/output wire is supplied in a "bulk" roll so that you can cut them to length for a custom installation. This is the
purple covered wire with 4 wires inside the jacket. You need to run one piece of this wire from each speaker to the amplifier. Label
each wire at the amp with masking tape numbering where the wires is coming from to avoid confusion later. The layout of the
channels are clearly marked as:

LR - left rear

LF - left front

RR - right rear

RF - right front

4. Start with the LF at the speaker. Disconnect the wires from the speaker. You are now going to connect the supplied speaker
connector wire to the wires you just disconnected from the speaker (refer to included diagram);

RED - connect to the positive wire (usually the wire with the larger connector)
BLACK - connect to the negative wire

5. You are now going to connect the remaining wires from the supplied speaker connector wire to the speaker;,

WHITE - connect to speaker positive (the terminal is the larger one and may be marked with a "+")
GREEN - connect to speaker negative

6. Plug the high level input connector into the amp.

NOTE: the colors of the wires in both plugs are the same. Pay close attention to the markings on the amp.
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
